GENESIS 4:17-26

1. Recognize _______________________________________________________ Genesis 4:17–26 (ESV)
17 Cain knew his wife, and she conceived and 
bore Enoch. When he built a city, he called 
the name of the city after the name of his son, 
Enoch. 18 To Enoch was born Irad, and Irad 
fathered Mehujael, and Mehujael fathered 
Methushael, and Methushael fathered Lamech. 
19 And Lamech took two wives. The name of 
the one was Adah, and the name of the other 
Zillah. 20 Adah bore Jabal; he was the father 
of those who dwell in tents and have livestock. 
21 His brother’s name was Jubal; he was the 
father of all those who play the lyre and pipe. 
22 Zillah also bore Tubal-cain; he was the 
forger of all instruments of bronze and iron. 
The sister of Tubal-cain was Naamah. 
23 Lamech said to his wives: 

“Adah and Zillah, hear my voice; you wives of 
Lamech, listen to what I say: have killed a man 
for wounding me, a young man for striking me. 
24 If Cain’s revenge is sevenfold, then Lamech’s 
is seventy-sevenfold.” 

25 And Adam knew his wife again, and she 
bore a son and called his name Seth, for she 
said, “God has appointed for me another 
offspring instead of Abel, for Cain killed him.” 
26 To Seth also a son was born, and he called 
his name Enosh. At that time people began to 
call upon the name of the LORD.

2. Read Matthew 5:5. Why is meekness so often contrary to what is natural to our flesh or common in our 
culture? Even though it may be counterintuitive, how have you seen the truth of Jesus’ words in your own 
life?

3. Read Romans 12:14-21. What are some current or recent difficult situations in your own life where you 
need to apply these words? What can you practically do to overcome evil with good in these situations?

4. Read 1 Kings 18:36-37. How can you make more of your prayers focused on the name of the Lord by 
seeking his glory and thinking of his character and his attributes?

5. Read Psalm 116:17-19. How can you grow in the practice of thanksgiving – whether by being more 
grateful in your heart or by offering more public thanks to God?
